To assist new International (non EU) students we offer a range of discounts and benefits which can amount to savings of over £1000.

These include 

· * Pay by 1st August and receive an average discount of £1000

· Guaranteed no annual increase of fee (the course fee remains the same for the full course of study) 

· Free exclusive taxi collection service from airport worth £100

· Free one-week orientation programme
Progression Discounts
An additional 5% reduction will apply to each year of a BA (Hons) degree or Foundation Degree course for students who have undertaken a preparation for Higher Education course (providing that there is not a break in study and that the fee is paid in full and in advance each year by the set deadline). 
An additional 15% reduction will apply to the MA course fee for students who have undertaken a degree level course and progressed to Postgraduate level study (providing that there is not a break in study and that the fee is paid in full and in advance by the set deadline). 

What do these tuition fees include?

These fees cover all teaching of up to16 to 18 hours per week (depending on the course) plus access to full facilities and state-of-the-art resources during the term-time opening hours. Accommodation and living costs should be calculated separately. Living in Bournemouth is much cheaper than London and students should allow approximately £6000 to £8000 per year.  Educational visits to parts of the UK and overseas will also be available for students and are partly subsidised by the University College. Students are also invited to the orientation programme which is arranged by the International Office.

Are there any other charges?

All Further Education students have to pay a yearly charge to contribute towards the materials for their course.  In 2009-2010 this fee ranged from £120 to £150 depending on the course and the level of resources required.  You will be informed of the exact amount due when you have accepted your place. There are no materials fees for Higher Education students.
There is also a registration fee for the Foundation Diploma and National Diploma programmes.  Last year these did not exceed £200.   The registration fees are payable once at the beginning of the course and are required for the validating body.
Although there are no materials fees for HE students and the course team will provide some of the basic requirements of the courses, you will be responsible for the costs of your own materials for project work throughout your course.  The costs will vary between subject areas, and the course team can advise you on the likely costs of your chosen course.  For further information on fees and early payments discounts refer to the website.

Who has to pay the full fees?

All students who are not UK or European Union citizens are not eligible for Government support for fees. Therefore, if you are not a UK or EU citizen you will be asked to pay the full tuition cost for your course. If you are unsure which category you come under, fill in a fees assessment form. Forms are available from our website www.aucb.ac.uk
Are deposits necessary?

Students who require a visa to enter the UK will be asked to pay £1500 in advance as a deposit so that we can issue a confirmation of acceptance for studies certificate (CAS).  However, if you are then unsuccessful in obtaining the visa your deposit will be returned.  All Postgraduate students have to pay a terms deposit by a set point in August. 

Change of status from International (non-EU) status to UK/EU student

The Arts University College at Bournemouth has a target number of students for both UK/EU and International students.  This number cannot be exceeded and on popular courses the target number of students is achieved early in the application year.  Therefore if you have been interviewed and accepted for a course of study as an International (non-EU) student and then request to change your status you will have to reapply as an UK/EU student as your place cannot be guaranteed within a different target category.
